[bookmark: _GoBack]Community debate activity on migration
’Welcome or Don’t Come’ 
Objectives of the activity: 
· sensitization to the topic
· teach basic debating skills
· learn to listen to others and express yourself
Note: community debates take more time than a usual school lesson so it is advisable to plan for at least two hours.

Outline of the planned activities
1.Warm up (getting to know each other)– e.g. BINGO: Find someone who…	10 min
2. Associations 								15 min
 a, collect associations related to migration, we write them on board ; 
b, choose a word from the board and explain how it relates to topic
3. I don’t agree because… - express contradictory opinion on a given statement	     10 min
e.g. ’Our life is determined by our birthplace.’
4. Wheels of the future							30 min		
Students work in mixed nation groups. They get a big piece of paper and pens. There is a statement in the middle of the paper e.g. ’If there was no migration,…’  
a, One group collects four positive consequences another group collects four negative consequences.
b, Next step: Think about the consequences of the four consequences
c, Share your ideas with other groups
5. Reading short articles in groups					20 min
a, summarise your article for your groupmates
6. Multilateral debate 						30 min
a, There are four statements 
e.g. Migration could compensate for low birth rates;
 Migration helps to grow economy; 
There may be friction with local people; 
Countries of origin lose highly trained people
b, Students choose their favourite statements.
c, They form teams on the basis of their preferences.
d, Each team gets a set of paper discs (= these symbolise the number of their contributions which can be an argument, counter argument, question)
e, Each team has to contribute to the debate. It is finished when everyone has run out of their discs.
7. Reflections – 								10 min
Everyone says one – two sentences about what they have learnt during the session, what was important to them, what surprised them etc.
