Documentation of our meeting in the Netherlands

12th Nov, 2017 
• arrival at about 19.15
• The students had dinner in their host families, the teachers had lunch together. Each guest teacher got a folder with further information about the plans for the week, a plan of the groups for the workshops Assignment Police Refugees, a programme for the visit to the refugee centre in Zeewolde and for the visit to the Museum Harderwijk
• The participants agreed to meet at the auditorium of the school on Monday at 8.45.

13th Nov, 2017 
• arrival at the auditorium; The guests were welcomed by the principal of the school with a warmhearted speech and a film about Harderwijk. The students were told about possible cultural specialties and about the possibilities and chances of this cultural exchange.
• The students presented themselves and their countries with the help of prepared power point presentations and videos. Because of a lack of time the presentations of two countries were delayed (Germany and Hungary). Besides that the students got a rough outlook over the plans for the day and the whole week.
• 12.00 The teachers had lunch together at the Hotel Metropolitan in Harderwijk, the students in their host families.
• At about 14.00 teachers and students were welcomed by the mayor of Harderwijk in the townhall of Harderwijk. They were shown a video about the city. The mayor gave information about the situation of the refugees in the city and what the city does for the successful integration of the refugees, e.g. Harderwijk is looking for talents to support and to take profit from them. The mayor had a talk with the students.
• At about 16.00 teachers and students returned to school to watch the film "Freedom Writers“. The students had the task to pay attention to different characters or topics in the film.
• At 17.30 the students went home to their host families, the teachers met for an exchange of ideas, for a reflexion of the day and planning of the next day. The programme was varying and the presentation of the countries and their cultures was very helpful for the students.

14th Nov, 2017 
• 8.00 departure for Amsterdam
• arrival in Amsterdam; The students got free time to spend in Amsterdam until 11.00. 
• 11.00 Teachers and students visited the Anne Frank House, "Het Achterhuis“. After that they had a boat tour through Amsterdam.
• 15.00 – 17.00 The students got free time to spend in Amsterdam. They got the opportunity to visit other places related to Anne Frank in the city.
• 19.00 return to Harderwijk

15th Nov, 2017 
• meeting of the teachers for the planning of the next steps
• 9.00 briefing of the students
• 9.10 The students worked in their groups, two groups each in one classroom. The first task was to write down their feelings concerning Anne Frank (change of perspectives) and to create a visible message about it like which part of the diary left the biggest impression. The second task consisted in an analysis of the refugees’ situation. 
• 9.55 – 10.15 break
• 11.45 – 13.15 further work on the tasks; The students showed each other their information about the policy of the refugees/immigrants in the EU, their own countries, towns and schools. They compared, discussed and presented similarities and differences.
• 13.15 departure to the refugee center; The manager of the center held a speech to welcome the guests and to give some information about the camp. Then the teachers and students had a meeting with the refugees in small groups and had some sports activities.
• 17.00 – 17.30 departure and return to Zeewolde and Harderwijk

16th Nov, 2017 
• 9.00 meeting with all students in the city of Harderwijk 
• 9.15 – 11.30 Teachers and students visited the Veluwe Museum in the centre of Harderwijk with their expositions on the history of Harderwijk (the camp for Belgian refugees during the First World War with a focus on camp life) and of an Hungarian painter, Vilmos Huszàr, who immigrated as a refugee to the Netherlands.. After that the students got tasks to explore the city, including a photo challenge.
• 14.00 The students and teachers met at school to go on working in the workshops. The students worked in mixed groups guided by two teachers for each group (see plan). One task was to work on the maps: the students coloured the countries of origin of the students of their schools who were born in another country. The students drew arrows to and from their countries, each participating country had its own colour (Ger – red, NL – blue e.g.). Another task was to create family trees.
• At the same time the teachers had a coordinator’s meeting. First B. Semjatova presented the tasks to be done for the meeting in Germany (see handout) and the draft programme for this meeting. Then the teachers had the opportunity to look into eTwinning. We decided to reorganize the folders which K. Inglis promised to show us on Friday. We talked about the necessity to get the permission of the parents of students of minor age, agreed to create a WhatsApp group for teachers and we had a look at the design of the project website created by our Romanian colleagues.
• 19.00 Dinner for the students in the host families, for the teachers there was a potluck working dinner at Irene’s. 

17th Nov, 2017 
• 8.25 – 9.30 Two IT-colleagues (Stefan Winter, GER, and Kate Inglis, ITA) had a meeting to exchange ideas on how to develop online teaching, the other teacher exchanged ideas concerning possible further projects (Erasmus+ K2 and K1), possible topics (e.g. inclusion), exchange of ideas and experiences in the national school systems concerning inclusion and individual learning.
• 9.30 – 13.00 The students worked in their groups finishing the tasks of the previous day and working out presentations on their activities throughout the whole meeting. They prepared posters, power point presentations and texts for the presentations. The work was surveilled by the teachers who helped answering the questions. The Dutch teachers supervized everything and saw to it that everybody spoke English.
• 13.00 lunch; The students went to their host families. Free time in the afternoon while the Dutch colleagues and the host parents prepared the buffet.
• 17.30 Final event with the parents: First there was a buffet prepared by parents and Dutch teachers. Then, in the auditorium, the German and Hungarian students got the opportunity to present their film/ power point presentation of their country, town and school. After that all students presented the results from the workshops. Finally the teacher of the coordinating school, B. Semjatova, held a speech to thank especially the parents and of course the Dutch colleagues for their warmhearted efforts to make the stay of the guests a fruitful (FRUCHTBAR) experience.
