19th Mar, 2017

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20th Mar, 2017 
7.55 – 8.55 Meeting at school in Igualada, in the Aula Magna. All guests were welcomed by Mr Rafael Carmona, principal of the school. A very creative film was shown about Igualada, dealing with picturesque habits of the citizens.
9.00 – 10.25 After breakfast at the school canteen, a tour through the school was made, the students prepared questions to be asked during the reception in the town hall; during a little break the guest teachers took the chance to have talks in the lightflooded atrium with Spanish students learning in the adjacent classrooms 
10.25 – 11.00 Hosts and guests went to the centre of the city getting a first impression of the city; official reception in the town hall by the mayor of Igualada and the Representative for Youth, Culture and Education who gave an informative introduction about the local policy regarding refugees; Bärbel Semjatova held a short speech to thank the mayor of Igualada and the Representative for Youth, Culture and Education for their courtesy to have us at the town hall, the students had a talk about the topic with the representatives during which they could ask their (prepared) questions; the guests got givaways – booklets with information about the city and ist surroundings
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12.00 – 14.25 The teachers handed out the tasks for the Geolocation QR to the students, the students went around town in groups to find the targets to take photos of themselves in front of them and upload them on instagram; teachers and students met in Casas el Foment where a Syrian refugee talked with them about his life/experiences before and during his flight
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14.25 – 15.00 Students and teachers gathered in the Aula Magna where Mr Anton Marimon from the Catalan Association of Friends of the Sahrawi People gave a talk about the history and fate of the Sahrawi people and showed an introduction (a film on YouTube: Understanding Western Sahara.mp4)
15.00 – 16.00 Lunch (students with the host families/ teachers in the school canteen)
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17.00 - ... The students spent the afternoon and evening in the host families, the teachers had a meeting to discuss the details of the programme for the students and when which topics have to be talked about like e.g. the preparations for the meeting in the NL, how to structure our eTwinning performance and GoogleDrive, the Interim Report and Mobility Tool. Bärbel Semjatova presented and handed out her documentaion of the coordinators’ meeting in Romania, asking for some information about the last day (like the sequence of lessons on the film „Freedom Writers“, presented by Henk Middag on that day, for our Manual)

21st Mar, 2017 
7.55 – 8.55 Teachers and students gathered in the classroom behind the Aula Magna and showed each other their presentations of their schools, their home towns, the regions they live in (films or PPT). Some Spanish teachers responsible for the choreography of the film about human rights explained their ideas (and what the students were meant to do on stage) to the students. The prepared presentations on human rights were shown and integrated into the choreography (1. Germany, 2. Italy, 3. Spain/NL?, 4. Hungary, 5. Romania)
8.55 – 10.55 One group of students went outside to build the decoration for the human rights performance,  other groups of students rehearsed for the human rights film or visited the younger classes at school to present their films or PPTs of their school, their region and their country, led by Catalan students. 
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10.55 – 11.25 Breaktime
11.25 – 14.25 The students went to the rehearsals and the recording of the human rights performance while the teachers had a meeting to decide on the logo for our project. There were interesting and creative logos from all partner countries. After a vivid discussion and appreciation of all contributions the Dutch logo was chosen (secret voting) as it was formally suitable (not too subtle to be printed in minimized form) and at the same time creative and well depicting the idea of our project. The teachers decided to have a second coordinators’ meeting in Hungary to prepare the final report.
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15.00 – 16.00 The students had a picnic at school, the teachers had a working dinner/meeting with the timeline experts (Montse Seró and Elvis Montejo) to discuss and prepare the work on the timeline on the following day.
16.00 – 17.30 Students and teachers met for the rehearsal of our project song „Let’s move Europe“ and sang the refrain together for the recording of the song. The teachers’ meeting was canceled because the participation of all teachers was needed for the recording. A special thanks to Oscar Acedo who composed the song and organized and conducted the rehearsals and the recording of the song!

22nd Mar, 2017 
7.55 – 11.25 The students prepared their presentations of the migration movements of their countries in order to work out the timeline. All students participating in the meeting were enrolled in eTwinning. Kate Inglis prepared a handout for all teachers to give them clear instructions how to enroll students so that all students who took and will take part in the Erasmus+ project can be enrolled after our return to our home countries. At the same time the teachers worked on the draft for the timeline, got an overview on who brought which migration streams and which period of time was covered by the countries contributions:
Netherlands	: 1500 AD	– now (PPT)
Germany	: 9 AD		- now (posterbook)
Romania	: 400 BC	- now (PPT)
Hungary	: 900 AD	- now (PPT)
Italy		: 0 AD		- now (PPT)
Spain		: 1960s – 2000, 1939 - ? (PPT)
Decisions were taken which migration movements of the various contributions of the countries to choose.
11.25 – 14.25 The students presented their results about migration in their countries. 
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After the presentation under the guidance of Kor van Kujeren the organisation of the timeline was reorganized. The students chose 6 to 10 migration movements from their presentations (immigration above the timeline, emigration below the timeline) and wrote the most important information about these movements on post-its (postcard-size). Each country got its own colour. The post-its were put on the timeline as place-holders, after that for each post-it was worked out a DIN A-5 page which was decorated with pictures or graphics (with the help of Anna Vilaseca). These pages then replaced the post-its.
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We had a second recording of the project song with a slightly changed text.
14.25 – 17.00 The students had lunch in their host families, the teachers had a working dinner. The homework for the meeting in the Netherlands was discussed concerning the activities in the Netherlands and the goals (added values) that should be achieved (see: homework NL)
17.00 – 19.00 The students had free time to spend with their partners.
21.00 – 22.00 Teachers and students met at the gym of the „Moixiganguers“ (human castle builders). They watched the training and got a talk about the history of this sport, the various competitions and about the sense of building human castles to strengthen the communities by working together from the oldest members at the base to the very youngest on top of the towers, relying on each other and keeping (even physically) in touch climbing up to the top. After that they were invited to take part in the training.
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23rd Mar, 2017 
7.30 Departure from Igualada to Barcelona. After the arrival in Barcelona teachers and students visited the Office of the European Union in the Passeig de Gracia. They listened to a lecture about the origin, the development and the politics concerning migration and refugees held by a former student of our partner school in Igualada and now staff member of the Office of the European Union. They watched the YouTube film „A story about relocation – refugees“. After that the students had the opportunity to ask questions about the EU and migration politics and were informed about the possibilities to have an internship.
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Students and teachers took the chance to discover parts of Barcelona under the guidance of their Spanish partner teachers (and students).
17.00 Departure from Barcelona to Igualada

24th Mar, 2017 
8.30 – 11.15 The students finished their work on the timeline and created the pages/cards for it to put them on the timeline in the corridor.
Kate Inglis helped all teachers to register their students in TwinSpace. The teachers agreed to register all students at their schools who took part in the preparations for the meeting in Spain in TwinSpace until Easter (20th April, 2017).
All students in Spain had time to work on the computer in TwinSpace, upload the schools’ documentations on the corresponding folder and discover their options.
11.15 – 14.30 After a break students and teachers wrote down their wishes concerning human rights for the wishes tree and attached them to branches of the tree.
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 The teachers had a meeting to talk about the tasks to be done for the Netherlands. The tasks are as follows:
The teachers agreed on the means of communication:
• Mails will be used for agreements, e.g. distribution of tasks
• GoogleDrive (KA2 On the Move) Shared Folders will be used to work on texts (implementaion and management) together, to create products together, for the minutes of our meetings
• TwinSpace and the project website will be used for the presentation of products and dissemination, eventually for video conferences (program and software necessary, firewall etc.).
The teachers prepared the evening event (who would hold a speech, when the certificates of attendance would be handed out to the students etc.). They settled the financial affairs like payment for the transfers from and to Barcelona airport and the bus to Barcelona. The certificates of attendance for the partner schools were handed out.
14.30 – 15.30 teachers’ lunch (paella), students had lunch in their host families
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15.30 – 19.00 The afternoon was free to spend in Igualada and to prepare for the departure for teachers and students.
19.00 – 21.00 The principal, Rafael Carmina, and the Spanish teacher in charge, Anna Vilaseca, held a speech to appreciate everybody’s contributions to the success of the meeting in Igualada. After that the film produced during the meeting on human rights was presented together with the project song composed and recorded on days 2 and 3. Bärbel Semjatova as the representant of the coordinating school held a speech to thank all host students and their families as well as all Spanish colleagues for their great work as well as Kor von Kujeren, representant of the Dutch school. All students, host families and teachers enjoyed the buffet at the school prepared by the host families.
