11th Dec, 2016 (20.00 – 22.00)
• arrival
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• guided by our host, Anamaria Ciobotaru, the principal of the school we had a tour through „Colegiul National Pedagogic ‚Constantin Bratescu’“ (our Romanian partner school)
• short discussion about the transnational meetings:
   1. Spain (Sun 19th – Sat 25th Mar, 2017)
        We all agreed to take our flights to Barcelona Airport, if possible our arrivals should 
        be at approx. the same time, the Spanish colleagues informed us that the transfer to 
        Igualada would cost about 20 € p.p. (one way)
   2. Netherlands (Sun 12th – Sun 19th Nov, 2017)
   3. Germany (11th – 18th Mar, 2018)
   4. Italy (25th Nov – 1st Dec, 2018)

12th Dec, 2016 (9.30 – 22.00)
• 9.30 – 13.00: In the computer room of the school we explored the etwinning platform as a means of communication and presentation of our results; Kate Inglis gave us an introduction into the basics of etwinning, how to move in etwinning, where and how to post, how to register students etc. She introduced and explained the use of padlets. Anamaria Ciobotaru presented us the prepared project website.
• 13.00 – 14.00 lunch at school
• 14.00 – 18.00: Talk about the various activities in Spain, the Netherlands, Germany and Italy with a focus on general agreements like first ideas for needed preparatory work and project activities. The tasks for each partner school were distributed and we made agreements about how dissemination and evaluation might be done and how to share information
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Preparatory work for Spain: 
1) research on migration movements to/from each country of the partner schools
2) creation of logos (The logo should be 100 x 60 mm, rich in contrast – for black and white copies -, jpg, showing symbols for migration, democracy and all partner schools; any words should be in English)
3) film to introduce the school, town, country of each partner school
4) big poster about the most important human rights (in Spain a song or poem will be created about them)
The international meeting in Spain (Sun 19th – Sat 25th Mar, 2017: A Heritage from the Past):
1. Sunday 19th
All guests should arrive at Barcelona Airport at approx. the same time (between 10.00 and 13.00) so the transport to Igualada can be made together for all participants, costs of transport: approx. 20€ (one way)
2. Monday 20th
• Official welcoming to INS PERE VIVES VICH
• Visit to the townhall and city (refugees and immigrants’ official approach to reality)
• Visit to the Museum of Leather as a starting point of migration movement
• Geo-localization (historical landmarks to illustrate how migrations build up new realities)

• set up of the logo exhibition (photo dissemination)
• Performance: Each country will provide a poem, song, or dance from their own cultural background which exemplifies the idea that we are all different being the same (wish tree/fit the unfitted)

13th Dec, 2016 (9.30 – 22.00)
• 9.30 – 10.30: Bärbel Semjatova informed the plenum about the possibilities and restrictions of the budget:
As our project lasts 28 months we have to write 3 reports: 
1. report of progress until 30th June, 2017
2. midterm report until 30th June, 2018 and 
3. the final report until 30/60 days after the end of the project
Only the final report has to be published in the mobility tool, the others in written form. The granted money is split up into three parts:
1. At the beginning of the project we got 40% of the total sum.
2. After the midterm report OR when 70% of the first money has been spent we will get the second amount of money, again 40%.
3. After the final report (if it’s okay) we will get the remaining 20%.
The budget is divided into 3 sections:
1. project management: 500€ per month for the coordinating school, 250€ for partner schools (granted for e.g. production of learning and teaching material, flyers, brochures, project activities, any products, costs for invitations of guests from partner schools to dinner) The money should be spent! Receipts should be kept – just in case of a control it will be checked whether they were spent project-related.
2. Transnational project meetings: between 100 and 1,999 km distance 575€ per person and per meeting/ more than 2,000 km 760€ per person and project meeting
These meetings are meant for coordination and planning. Students involved in the coordinationcan take part too (e.g. for photo documentation). There is no restriction in the duration of the meetings. A certificate of attendance is necessary! The date of the certification has to be the last day of the meeting. 20% of the granted money for transnational project meetings can be transferred to Learning/Teaching/Training Activities.
3. Learning/ Teaching/ Training Activities: 
   a) travel costs: between 100 and 1,999 km 275€ per person and travel/ more than 2,000 km 360€ per person and travel
   b) individual support (costs during the Learning/ Teaching / Training Activities): 385€ per student, 700€ per teacher
So altogether (travel costs and costs during the meeting) there are given 660€/765€ for students and 975€/1050€ for teachers. Receipts have to be kept. Documentation can be done by certificate of attendance and in the mobility tool. In case that not all means have been spent: The difference between money spent and granted sum remains at the schools.
• 10.30 – 13.00: agreement on the content of the method handbook:
1) teaching methods for teaching the national language as the second language
2) teaching practises for all types of social inclusion
3) concepts of cooperative learning, of tutoring, of individual learning processes
4) curricular model teaching processes
5) innovative participatory and creative learning activities
Various practises in the partner schools were presented and discussed:
As a sample for part 3) of the manual Henk Middag presented us a teaching /leaning sequence („Freedom Writers“)

Samples for part 2:
ROM: There are special classes for refugee students for one year, then regular lessons after an exam and measurable effects of language learning. 
(+ The refugee students can start a regular school life/career after that year. – There are less opportunities for integration and contacts to the other students in the first year.)
GER: Refugee students attend regular classes from the very start, additionally they have 10 lessons per week of preparatory classes in German language.
(+ refugee students get to know a good deal of the teachers at that school and are integrated in the classes and regular school life right away; helping students like migrant students speaking both German and Arabian rise in estimation. – Refugee students don’t understand much during regular lessons at first, helping students might be distracted, refugee students with different levels are more difficult to be helped.)
ESP: There are individual learning plans. Refugee students with differing learning levels are helped individually.
