Erasmus + On the Move in Europe
The whole project least from the 19th March 2017 to the 25th March 2017. It was the first day of the work experience program when I got the call of my head master Miss Müther. She told me that I am going to Spain because of the project On the Move in Europe. That was a really exiting day. The German group consist of 6 students: Jannis, Ben, David, Justin, Ceyda and me. In the following days there were many meetings because of this project. 
We took a train to the airport in Düsseldorf. From there we went by plane to Barcelona. The airport in Barcelona is very modern. There we had to wait 5 hours because we had to wait for the other countries. The first country which arrived was Italy. Then Hungary and then Romania. When we were sitting in the bus the students from the Netherlands arrived. The group was completed. First I went to Natalia’s house because Mariona which is my host sister had a football match. Natalia is the host sister of  Jannis and his host father was German. He explained to us that in Catalonia they speak 2 languages: Spanish and Catalan. Together with Mar, Jannis, Bastian and Natalia we did a tour through Igualada. The first thing what is exiting is the landscape it’s a bit hilly so they got rolling stairs in their town. We sat down in the center of Igualada. Then Mariona picked me up to her home. 
On the next day the school began. First we had a school tour where we saw how huge this school is. The schools name is Pere Vives and at this school is also a theatre where we watched a video about Igualada and a video about the school. Then there was the Geocaching where we went to different stations which were about refugees like a hall where 2 guys talked about their flight to Catalonia or the Red Cross. They were talking about the way the Red Cross helps refugees. The girl who translated everything in English was a German exchange student which did there here abroad year. After the presentation we were talking with her about the differences between Germany and Spain. After that we ate at Natalia’s house again. It was very funny because we were teaching the Catalan students German and they were teaching us Catalan and Spanish. In the evening we went into the city to meet some other guys of the exchange. We had much fun there. But I didn’t liked that the Catalan students talked so much in Catalan. Otherwise I could not say that they speak never ever Catalan again it’s like when we were talking in German. Then we went home and felt asleep.
On the 3rd day the leader of the project introduced the planning of the video which we were going to film. We planned the whole movie and filmed the videos in the theatre like the scene of the Italians which was a scene with many glass bottles. In each bottle was the story of a refugee which died in the ocean. I thought that was a really cool idea. In the time when we had not to film we had a presentation in a class about our school. The classes are very little 15-25 students are in one class. In a break the girl which showed us the room for the presentation talked to us if we want to try the Human Towers. That is a sport where you built Human castles. Everybody said no but I said yes so I tried it. It is so much fun but it is also very difficult. After this full day Mariona and I went to the 1 hour far away being beach by car. We were talking about Spanish music and about one thing everybody was talking about in Catalan. Ramon one of the Catalan students was talking to his friends in Catalan and Norbert (one of the students from Hungary) was repeating everything Ramon talked in Catalan. One time Ramon said the following sentence: Soy cómo un lodo porqué lo repito todo y parezco tonto. That means in English: I am a parrot who is repeating everything you tell me and I am stupid. Mariona told me that for everybody it was really fun also for Norbert. This day was also very long so we were very tired and went home. 
At the 4th day we had the presentation about our book and prepared the timeline. For me it was very easy to speak in front of some people because I knew some of them really good. The project with the timeline was a bit difficult. First we had to write notes to every topic in our book. The notes where about who what and when. Than we had to write them cleanly on red paper which was stacked onto a black board with numbers of the different centuries. All in all we had a timeline with a lot of movements in the whole history of every country in its own colour. In the evening we were watching a training of the Human Towers. Then the day was ended.
