The work position was to find some children with a migration background of those countries and write their names on the card. Matching with our topic ‘Migration’. The primary school had students with 16 various country migration backgrounds. 
Then we had to go back to school. The teachers had been waiting for us. After all groups came back to school, we went to the school theatre again and a man did a presentation about Western Sahara.
We had free time to spend with our partners. We went to my partner’s friend, where already other exchange students had been. Then they showed us the city. 
On Tuesday, all countries presented their school with a short video. At the break we watched students trying to do a human tower.                                                                                             After the break we went all back to the theatre with black clothes and got filmed in the theatre to our song ‘Demokratie – unsere Strategie’. The other exchange students also got filmed during other songs that they brought. 
Soon we went again to my partner’s friend. 
On Wednesday we presented the historical migration background of our country with our self-made project book in front of the other exchange students. Later the other exchange students presented their presentations. Soon we started working on the timeline. There has been a timeline hung up on the floor. Our task was to write all the most important information’s of German migration on coloured paper.
At least we recorded a song about moving Europe called ‘On the Move’ together.
After that, we had free time, so we went to the sea with my partner and her mother. We went to a city called ‘Sitges’ what is a quite near to Igualada. My partner already knew the city, so she showed me some interesting places besides the beach. 
In the Evening we went to a place where people built human castles. It was really impressive to see people up to age 7 climbing on each other. It seems easy, but you need your whole concentration, what makes it even more impressive seeing children around 7 doing that.                                                                                                                                                  First, a man explained us what the ‘Castell’ is. That’s how the name how they call the human towers. It’s something traditionally they mostly do in festivals or events in Catalonia.
On Thursday, we went to Barcelona with the other exchange students and our teachers by bus. 
When we’ve arrived, we had a 20 minutes break and a meeting point. So we went to Starbucks and had breakfast.  
After the break we went to an EU office. A women held a PowerPoint presentation about refugees in Spain and migration. 
Then we went all together to a place with beautiful old buildings and a cathedral. Next we agreed a meeting point and the teachers let us move by ourselves. So me and my new friends I’ve made there, went to the big market of Barcelona and spend time together. 
Later we went back to Igualada and with all the other Catalan and exchange students to a café. 
On Friday the first thing we did was finishing the Timeline. Then we got some paper from the Catalan teachers. We had to write what we liked on the exchange and the school. I liked the human tower most because it impressed me very much. They hung up the piece of paper on a tree and called it a ‘Wish tree’. 
At 7 pm we’ve been at school again. They showed us in the theatre the result of the filming we did on Tuesday. After that the Teachers went to the stage and called all countries individually. We got a certificate, that we’ve been a part of the Erasmus+ project. 
After that we had dinner and took some photos with our new friends and hostfamilies.
Saturday was really sad. We took farewell to our Catalan friends and hostfamilies. Which has been really difficult, because I made amazing friends there. 
The Bus took us all to the Barcelona Airport and there we took farewell again on the other exchange students. 
And after that we went back home to Germany.
