HOMEWORK 1. MATERIALS POST-WALTROP: 
BY 31 MAY- MAKE ALL WALTROP DIGITAL PRODUCTS AVAILABLE TO ITALY THROUGH EMAIL, GOOGLEDRIVE, ETWINNING, YOUTUBE ETC: i.e. VIDEOS, PHOTOS, LETTERS TO DEMOCRACY (GERMANY),  RECORDINGS, GERMAN STUDENTS WALTROP WEEK VIDEO (GERMANY), LET’S RAP SONG (GERMANY), OTHER VIDEOS MADE AFTER WALTROP (ie STUDENT REPORTS ON WALTROP), FLASHCARDS, etc

BY 30 OCTOBER: DEBATE- Romania will prepare and share a PPT on international debating rules. Hungary will prepare a teaching unit on debating and will share it when it is ready so partners can try it out in their school.

SEND AUDIO OR VIDEO FILE OF LULLABY*

N.B. IN THEIR PROFILES STUDENT MAY EXPRESS THEIR PREFERENCE FOR THE MUSIC GROUP* OR PHOTO-VIDEOMAKING  TEAM*. PLEASE NOTE THAT THE MUSICAL PREPARATION WILL BE DONE IN WORKSHOPS THAT INVOLVE ALL, OR ALMOST ALL, STUDENTS ‘CHORALLY’. THE STUDENTS IN THE PHOTO-VIDEO TEAM MUST BE EXPERTS. SOME OF THE MUSIC-MAKING WILL BE SOUND EFFECTS, RATHER THAN FORMAL MUSIC - WATER, WIND, HEARTBEATS ETC (‘NOISE MUSIC’), SO ALL INSTRUMENTS AND PERCUSSION WELCOME.
