	Lesson Title
	Focus on Democracy

	Lesson Objectives

	- define what democracy is
- define the historical assumptions of democracy
- focus on fundamental rights guaranteed by democracy and how they can affect our daily life
- promote awareness of what it means to live in a democracy

	Description

	The first part of the lesson is based on a ppt presentation, led by the teacher, focusing on the definition of democracy and its historical background. The second part of the lesson is more active and engaging for the students: they have to establish what fundamental rights they think should be guaranteed in a democracy, and what are the non-negotiable principles of democracy, starting from the ppt slide, which states the 10 fundamental points of democracy according to the most important Italian constitutional lawyer, Zagrebelsky. Students share their ideas, first all together and then in mixed groups, reflecting on how these principles, or the absence of these principles, could affect our life. Students’ posts are then uploaded in a shared online notice board called Padlet (here the website of the notice board, 
https://it.padlet.com/).
