PADUA 

Ghetto 
The word ghetto comes from Venice – the students who take you to Venice will explain it to you! 

This ghetto was made for Jews in Padua 500 years ago. It had four doors to keep the Jews in at night. There were two guards on the doors, one Jew and one Christian. 

The Jews bought and sold second-hand things. They also bought and sold silver and gold and they lent money. Only these activities were allowed by the Venetians, who ruled Padua. Jews couldn't do what they wanted. 

Hotel Majestic Toscanelli -  in the past it was the Academy where rabbis studied (rabbis are the leaders of the Jewish religion). These houses and towers are typical of the Jewish quarter. 

Via delle Piazze: this is the first great German synagogue from the fourteenth century. 

In 1943, during the fascist period in Italy, a group of fascists burnt it. 

It was rebuilt in 1998. Today it is a very interesting Jewish museum. 

Palazzo del Bo: there are stones to remember the Jewish university professors and students who were expelled from the university then deported to Auschwitz. 

Saint Anthony
Saint Anthony was born in Lisbon, Portugal 900 years ago. 

He was a Franciscan monk – do you know Saint Francis of Assisi? 

He was famous because he spoke very well and converted people to christianity. 

His TONGUE is in the Basilica as a relic. 

He lived in Padua and Camposampiero.
