Debating: Hungary and Romania will send us their material on debating (and Hungary and Romanian teachers will manage the debating workshops during the week in Italy) 

What to prepare and send to Italy by the end of September: 
LULLABY in your local language (or 'dialect') , sent to Italy by audio file or video file. Participating students will know this lullaby and be able to sing it – maybe to teach it to the others. Please sent the words, too. 
What to bring to Italy: 
a) All material from past meetings and project work at school – mobiles, posters, collage, giant maps. If it is digital, please UPLOAD it in etwinning and send it to Romania for the project website 

b) A 'National product' 2-3 min presentation to show on the first morning of the meeting (SONG, DANCE, PROVERBS, HUMAN TOWERS ...), as well as a 'This is us' presentation of your school and area (you can recycle the old one, the students are always new! )
What you will bring for the musical:
a) Each student brings a special object chosen for a long voyage into the unknown (see below)

b) Each country creates a list of 10 questions to ask a refugee (for an 'investigative journalism' article). 

c) All students learn, before coming to Italy, the project 'hymn'- Let's move Europe. If you need a recording, ask me or Anna. 

All students learn, before coming to Italy, the German meeting rap song 'I wanna better world for you and me', soon available in etwinning, when Germany uploads it. 

More info for the musical, just so you know … : 
COSTUMES: ALL STUDENTS WILL DRESS IN BLACK (BRING BLACK CLOTHES FROM HOME). OTHER COSTUME ‘TOUCHES’ WILL BE PROVIDED OR MADE AS REQUIRED.
NATIONAL PRODUCT: STUDENTS FROM EACH COUNTRY WILL PREPARE AND PRESENT A SHORT PERFORMANCE (2-3 MINUTES) WHICH REPRESENTS A TYPICAL ASPECT OF THEIR CULTURE – SONG, DANCE, PROVERBS, HUMAN TOWERS … THE STUDENTS WILL DO THEIR PERFORMANCES ON THE FIRST MORNING
LULLABY: STUDENTS FROM EACH COUNTRY WILL LEARN TO SING AND BE ABLE TO PERFORM AND TEACH A TYPICAL LULLABY. THIS IS FOR THE MUSICAL. 
SPECIAL OBJECT: IN A ROLE-PLAY SIMULATION ACTIVITY, STUDENTS WILL IMAGINE THIS SITUATION: YOU COME HOME FROM SCHOOL ONE DAY AND FIND AN ARMED MAN IN FRONT OF YOUR HOUSE. HE TELLS YOU THAT IT IS NOT SAFE TO STAY THERE AND THAT YOU WILL LEAVE ON A BUS FOR A FARAWAY COUNTRY THE NEXT MORNING. YOU HAVE TO THINK OF 10 OBJECTS THAT YOU WANT TO TAKE WITH YOU. 

YOU WILL BRING ONE OF THESE OBJECTS TO CAMPOSAMPIERO, YOUR ‘SPECIAL OBJECT’, OR SOMETHING REPRESENTING IT. FOR EXAMPLE, IF THE OBJECT IS YOUR GRANDMOTHER’S GOLD RING, YOU WILL BRING AN INEXPENSIVE RING. 
LIST OF TEN QUESTIONS: STUDENTS FROM EACH COUNTRY BRING A LIST OF 10 QUESTIONS TO ASK A REFUGEE, IN ORDER TO WRITE AN ‘INVESTIGATIVE JOURNALISM’ ARTICLE TO MAKE READERS MORE AWARE OF THE DIFFICULTIES, HARDSHIPS, SUFFERING OF PEOPLE FORCED TO LEAVE THEIR HOME COUNTRY. 

THE PERSON INTERVIEWED (IMAGINARY OR REAL) WILL HAVE MADE A LONG AND TORTUOUS JOURNEY FROM HIS-HER COUNTRY TO OURS.
