	English Language and Literature; World Literature (American Literature)
Composition, Creative Writing, Poetry, Speech, Journalism, Publishing Skills, Critical Thinking, Drama.


	Lesson Title
	Assignment - The Poem “World I can see you pale” (to be used for the Project Meeting in Igualada, Spain, 19th - 25th March 2017).                        


	Lesson Objectives

	
Students will be able to write a poem and present in front of the classmates 
Read and analyze human rights poetry and poetic concepts


	Description

	Considering the essence of the project, students need:
- to reflect on the present refugee’s crisis and how this reality affects us all;  
- to be more aware of what are the democratic values of Europe.
The students will express their feelings through poetry. As a form of expression, the school-appropriate slam poems, encourage them to use their voice and powerful poetic techniques to speak up for what is right and tell their story. 


	Preparation

	Students are presented the rules on creating a slam poem and the stages from idea to performance;  
1. The chosen topic (according to the project theme) 
2. Words on paper; the use of the five senses to create a first draft; one should write down what is seen, heard, tasted, touched, and smelled when thinking about the topic. One should use short stanzas that lend to a natural rhythm and  rhyme;
3. Editing the poem (and read the poem out loud); cut, change,  move sections or replace certain words with synonyms;
4. Add a little Drama; Are there moments where one can whisper or shout? Are there places where one can speed up or slow down? E.g.:  facial expressions or body movements to illustrate main messages


	Summary of Tasks/actions

	 
       Being a simply poetry that's written to be performed, each student after writing it,  performs  in front of the audience (made of his/ her classmates) and gets a score; the poem scored the highest is considered the winner. 


	Assignment

	The poem that won the most votes: 

World, I can see you pale
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World, I can see you pale, 
But there is the right to LIFE
Between governments and laws
For those who got tired waiting for the change
For children too young to know how to sing...

World, we want to see reasons for HAPPINESS, 
Not migration.
Who belongs to where?
