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	LESSON PLAN: THE FAMILY TREE

	Subject
	Social Studies, Research Skills, Drawing


	Lesson Title
	Assignment- The Family Tree (to be used for the Project Meeting in Harderwijk, the Netherlands, 12th – the 18th of November 2017).                        


	Lesson Objectives

	After this lesson, students will be able to:
· explain the components of a family tree
· create a family tree with guidance and independently
· create an interactive family tree with voice- overs from living family members


	Description

	The task of creating the family tree followed the idea that in many families, remote members might come from different countries or even different ethnic groups. As a matter of fact, it is almost impossible to say that nowadays, someone is genetically 100% one race/ethnicity. Therefore, we should show tolerance towards immigrants and especially refugees who chose exile to escape from difficult situations.


	Preparation

	
Teacher will explain to students that a family tree is a representation of their family that is often depicted in the shape of a tree. Teacher will show several examples of family tree so students can get an idea of how a family tree might look. They might decide on using a pattern or making an original one, inserting all kind of data to customize for the purpose the family tree is made for. 


	Summary of Tasks/actions

	[bookmark: _GoBack]Students start drawing the family tree, beginning with themselves at the bottom of the trunk with each of their brothers and sisters listed to the side of them and then branches out with their parents above them.
The family trees may look very different from anyone else's in the class. Each family tree is very unique just as their families are each very unique.
Teacher will put students in to groups of two. Students might share ideas of how they are going to find out information needed or talk about the different family members they are going to include on their tree.


	Assignment

	The students will complete the family tree, for each case, the outcome will be unique, on shape and content; some of them can add pieces of information as the place of birth, place of origin (after parents/ father), the place of death or their occupation.
To make the task more complex, they can create an interactive family tree with voice- overs from living family members.
Some of the examples our students realized  are:
- a preset format, as Cătălin made;
- an original  free drawing with the distance of the place of birth for each member of the family, as Mara    made;
- a ppt. presentation  , being Alexandra’s idea
