	Lesson Title
	Assignment- The past and present of Human Migrations 
(to be used for the Project Meeting in Igualada, Spain, 19th - 25th March 2017 and  Harderwijk, the Netherlands, 12th – the 18th of November 2017)


	Lesson Objectives

	Students will have a better understanding on:
· history of human migration; their types, causes and consequences along millenniums;
· the characteristics of actual migrations;
· the way migration has changed the society  (benefits, drawbacks and challenges);
· reading the maps and census data to examine specific human migration patterns, both past and present and put the data on a migration time line;
· the key role of news and media on this aspect (especially the fake news)
· the difference between immigrant and refugee
-to examine specific immigrant experiences from various meetings during the project


	Description

	     According to the theme of the project, the migrations needed a special approach when analyzing the important movement of population within European territory. Therefore, a study on the quantity and quality (age/ gender) should be considered as important not only to understand the actual state of migration, large-scale or long-term, and future trends and issues.


	Preparation

	The students will have to understand the terms of migration, immigration, emigration, their context, the difference between past and present (im)migration.  
They will have to collect the data on migration flow, from different censuses and organize the data for both immigration and migration, in order to bring them on the migration time line.
A very good alternative learning activity example can be Scholastic: Stories of Immigration, a website with statistics on immigration, profiles of immigrants, etc.
The students should read Article 13 of The Universal Declaration of Human Rights, which states: 
“(1) Everyone has the right to freedom of movement and residence within the borders of each state.
(2) Everyone has the right to leave any country, including his own, and to return to his country.”  and Article 14: “1) Everyone has the right to seek and to enjoy in other countries asylum from persecution.” 
 

	Summary of Tasks/actions

	Shape as a task-based  and interactive  learning lesson, students will have:
· to explore online resources
· to utilize their historical knowledge on theme 
· to identify ethnic groups that migrated to Europe during various historic “waves” of immigration
· to develop an understanding of key motivations for immigration
· to synthesize information on a migration time line 

	Assignment

	
· to realize an interview with their school mates on refugees rights and the way we should integrate and support them in everyday life; 
· to perform a study on migrations to/ from Romania since early times and put the information in a ppt presentation
· [bookmark: _GoBack]to integrate the data about immigrants and emigrants  to/from Romania in a time line, together with  the students of other nationalities, participants in the project.
